Westbound on S. 200th St.: 
Detour right onto International Blvd. 
Left on either S. 192nd Street or S. 188th St.  
Left on 28th Ave. S. 
Right to return to S. 200th St. 

Detour signs will be posted to get motorists and pedestrians 
safely around the construction work zone. Uniformed police 
officers will help direct traffic for local business access.
